When charging the S-95 smart battery, insert it into the DQC2 charging base correctly by the position 

of the charging pins, and then start charging the smart battery. When the smart battery is inserted into 

the charging base, the device automatically recognizes the current battery level and displays the 

charging level during charging. The flashing indicator light is the current charging level progress, 

which is displayed in 4 segments. When the device temperature reaches 65°C, the charger's high tem-

perature protection stops working, turns off the power output of all output ports, and flashes all 

charging indicators. When the temperature drops below 45°C, the software resets and resumes normal 

operation.

Note: After the battery is inserted, the charger will take about 3 seconds to calculate the battery power, and 

then the corresponding light will be displayed based on the power. This is normal.

Smart Battery Charging
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Use the original data cable and adapter, or the standard USB-C interface cable. Plug the USB-C port of 

the data cable into the USB-C power input port on the rear of the DQC2 charging stand, making sure it 

is connected firmly. The two USB-C input ports on the back of the DQC2 charging stand can be 

connected to power input, supporting up to 100W power input. The two charging input ports are back-

ups for each other. The 100W power supply can be used alone, or it can be connected to two input 

power supplies at the same time. In the absence of high-power fast charging charging heads, if you 

want to charge at full power, you can use two charging heads at the same time to increase the input 

power. When both interfaces are connected to the charger at the same time, they still support a maxi-

mum power input of 100W  (Both charging plugs need to support the same protocol).

How to Use
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Note: When the charger is spliced, it will be recognized by the smart power supply, so it will take about 3 

seconds for the power indicator light of the later spliced charger to light up after connection. This is normal.

Multiple chargers can be connected to each other through the chute structure. There are contacts in the 

chute structure to energize (only 3 chargers can be spliced together at most): There is a locking struc-

ture on the top of the chute, which can lock the two chargers when they are used together to avoid 

sliding and dislocation during use, resulting in poor connection and failure to charge. In the splicing 

state, a full power 100W power input can only work for one DQC2 charger at a time. The spliced char-

gers are queued up in order. When the previous DQC2 charger has fully charged the battery, it can be 

intelligently switched to the rear splicing charger. When spliced, the USB-A of each charger can be used 

simultaneously. When the user splices more than 3 units, the fourth unit cannot be used, and an addi-

tional set of 100W charging plugs needs to be connected to power subsequent splicing chargers.

Splicing and unlocking: When the charging base is spliced, push the charging base splicing unlock 

button to unlock, and slide the charging base to unlock the splicing.

Splicing for Use
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Function of Buttons

The button is the charging indicator switch. The battery indicator can be turned off when the battery is 

powered on. After turning off the battery indicator, the battery is still charging normally. Press the 

button again for a short while to light up the battery indicator again.

If the battery is over-discharged and the battery power indicator does not show power for a long time 

when it is inserted into the slot, press and hold the button for 5 seconds, and the battery power indica-

tor flashes, indicating that it enters the forced charging mode. Over-discharged batteries have to be 

activated in this mode to charge normally.

Half-charge mode: Short press the button 5 times to enter half-charge mode. The charging power of a 

single battery is 23W. This mode is used to charge smart batteries with a power of about 50Wh. This 

mode can also be entered during forced charging.

(Note: After entering this mode, it will remain in this mode and cannot be exited. When you need to exit, 

DCQ2 needs to be powered off and then reconnected to the power supply.)

If the battery is completely discharged, the forced activation charging may not be successful, and you 

need to press and hold the button again to enter the forced charging mode.

● Charging status: 4 white battery indicator lights flash in sequence during charging. The flashing indi-

cator lights are the current charging power progress, which are displayed in four sections of 25%, 50%, 

75% and 100% respectively.

● Fully charged status: The 4 lights in the battery slot are always green.

● Battery connection status: The power indicator at the corresponding position of the battery slot 

displays the battery power.

● Waiting for charging (splicing state): Displays the current battery power while waiting for the status 

light.
